With the Arrival of Matador into NZ in late 2021 

the goal was set to try and chase the allusive 

Striped Marlin 10kg record of 164.2Kg held 

since 1994 by Kirk Stoneman and captain Bruce 

Smith. 

We started fishing in Jan 2022 and experienced 

some great fishing off the top of NZ between 

North Cape and the Middlesex Bank. Thus, 

resulted in serval captures on 10kg line up to 

130kg although all well short of the target. 

As the season progressed there was a notable 

patch of fish holding 25nm off the Cape. 

We departed Opua on the evening of the 10th 

with a favourable forecast and travelled through 

the night arriving in the area we intended to 

fish on the morning of the 11th. The fishing was 

slow in comparison to the reports earlier in the 

week. Although the bait was still present and 

huge Blue Koheru schools were visible on the 

surface. The day resulted in a couple of missed 

opportunities and two nice Striped marlin 

released one being Mikes first billfish. 

Morning of the 12th resulted in an early 

morning release of a Striped marlin and live 

baits were deployed on 10kg in the hope of a 

XL stripy. At 11.30am the short bait was bit, the 

fish went crazy and what followed was a hectic 

first few minutes, at 67ft and 50T plus Matador 

is not your typical “light tackle boat”. Richard 

did a great job at managing these crucial few 

minutes to not crack it off as we were after it in 

hot pursuit trying for an early shot. It was soon 

apparent that this was likely the one we were 

after. Although we came close, I couldn’t close 

the gap enough to have an early shot at the 

15ft leader. 

Following this the fish went deep and 

utilized the strong current pushing East 

to its advantage. This fish was incredibly 

stubborn and difficult to get reactions out of.  

Although Richard remained composed, 

and patience was prevailing. As evening 

approached, we had the leader come within 

inches although still out of reach. It still had a lot 

of go and would consistently do 200m + runs 

jumping and then return to the depths. As the 

sun began to set, we were now 21nm East from 

where we originally hooked up. At 8.50pm now 

and in the dark the fish gave us an opportunity 

to close the gap, Sam Yendell grabbing the 

leader and Gaffs secured by James and Matt. 

Excitement and relief filled the cockpit as we 

dragged the fish onboard. 

We headed for Whangaroa which was 

approximately 90nm away, Annette from Far 

north radio kindly organised for the fish to be 

weighed in the early hours of the morning. 

The stripy pulled the scales down to 182.6kg, 

cracking the 4001b mark and a true fish of a 

lifetime. The pending world record application 

was made and officially confirmed by IGFA as 

the world record for 10kg line class in early July 

2022. 

Richard fought the fish for just over 9 hours, 

this is an amazing effort as an angler giving the 

circumstance, challenges with light tackle and 

in stand-up.

John Going

This is in recognition of his significant contribution 

to recreation angling as a Captain, Guide or crew. 

A longstanding member of the New Zealand 

sport fishing community, John Going first became 

associated with sport fishing when his family 

bought the Tutukaka Guest House in Tutukaka, 

Northland, New Zealand in 1953. Not long after, 

he caught his first marlin aboard his family’s boat 

the Stephanie, which was the catalyst that led 

Going to relentlessly pursue marlin in the waters 

off New Zealand and help bring the marlin fishery 

to life through his innovative techniques and the 

incredible results they produced. In 1997 John was 

recognized for his services to sportfishing, rescues 

at sea and for service on the Poor Knights Reserve 

Committee, and was awarded a New Zealand 

Order of Merit in the Queen’s honors list. John is 

also credited with helping to discover and develop 

the Tonga fishery for marlin, after making several 

exploratory trips during the off-season in New 

Zealand. Forty-six years after entering the industry, 

John is still chartering and is also running a 48’ 

Riviera for his brother Wynne. Over the years John 

has trained many deckhands who have gone on to 

become top sportfishing and super yacht skippers. 

This “training” continues with his willingness to 

share his extensive knowledge and experience of 

game fishing and anything and everything to do 

with the sea. 

The following is from our Patron Pete Saul

I was lucky enough to travel from New Zealand to 

Tonga with John on three occasions. The first was 

on Kitty Vane - a 1950’s era traditional wooden 42 

foot displacement launch - and the later two trips 

on Delray - a newer semi-displacement launch of 

similar size. 

Travelling from our home in Tutukaka to Vava’u in 

northern Tonga is a challenging voyage, consisting 

of 1,100 miles of completely open ocean to port 

and customs clearance in Nukua’lofa, followed by 

another 200 miles of more sheltered boating to the 

top of the Tongan islands. 

The captain and crew must be fully self-reliant. 

There is nobody to call for immediate help in the 

event of an emergency. At a fuel-saving 7 to 7.5 

knots, the trip takes a minimum of 6 days and nights. 

When conditions allow, a diversion off course to 

visit the Minerva Reefs is a magnificent experience. 

On each trip, we needed to lash drums of diesel 

fuel in the cockpit because the built-in tanks were 

not large enough to hold enough for the whole trip. 

All windows were protected with Perspex in case 

of severe weather, and the cockpit of Kitty Vane 

was completed closed in with a PVC cover over a 

wooden framework for the same reason. You can 

expect big following seas on the trip north. 

Once committing to the voyage there is no turning 

back, nor anywhere to run for shelter, with the 

exception of the two small Minerva Reefs two thirds 

of the way there, but well off the direct course. 

These reefs are fully submerged at high tide, but 

even so do provide relief from heavy seas. 

Travelling is seasonal, and due to the cyclone 

(hurricane) season the boat must return to New 

Zealand each year. Travel north is in June, and 

the return is by October. The return trip is more 

challenging, as in the southern Spring there is a high 

probability of encountering strong south westerlies 

on the last few hundred miles back to New Zealand. 

John is a consummate navigator and seaman and, 

like all his family, can make or repair almost anything 

that breaks on board. I never felt anything but safe 

on our voyages to Tonga, or on the fishing trips we 

made while there. This recognition by IGFA is well 

earned.
